OTHER IMPORTANT DETAILS 

●​ Families will receive an email confirming audition registration within 48 hours of 
deposit payment.  

●​ A $100 deposit is required to receive an audition slot, which must be paid through 
our website. This deposit will be refunded if your student is not offered placement 
in PULSE. If selected, this deposit will be applied toward tuition.  

●​ If your student does not accept an offer of placement in PULSE, or drops out prior 
to auditions for any reason, the $100 audition deposit will not be refunded. 

●​ Students will not know their specific roles in DEAR EVAN HANSEN and ROMEO & 
JULIET at the time of being offered a spot in PULSE. These roles will be allocated by 
Kisky and Dash following the PULSE casting season on 09/19 (see below)! 

●​ All PULSE students will perform in DEAR EVAN HANSEN and ROMEO & JULIET, 
including swing and/or understudy tracks. Read “CHARACTER DESCRIPTIONS” for 
each show (linked on audition page) to see a list of roles available.
